​ ​ ​ ​ ​ ​ ​ ​ ​ ​ ​ ​ ​
In the stillness of the images, two perspectives open up. With glittering faces and mantra-like 
repeated words, they unfold a new perception of seeing and being seen. ​ ​ ​ ​
The practice of the ‘Non-Image Method’ dissolves the preconceived notions that stand between 
people, opening the way to an encounter beyond the dominant gaze shaped by patriarchy. 
Lilach Pnina Livne's artistic practice creates a new form of connection in a quiet, mantra-like 
choreography of gazes and words: abstract, physical, immediate. In the group, two people face 
each other in a monochrome colour space that gently and fluidly transitions from purple to blue, 
looking deeply into each other's eyes while a mantra fills the room. The gaze becomes an 
exercise, an opening, a question: what do we really see when we let go of all images?

Im Stillstand der Bilder öffnen sich zwei Blicke. Mit glitzerndem Gesicht und mantraartig 
wiederholten Worten entfalten sie eine neue Wahrnehmung von Sehen und Gesehenwerden. 
Die Praxis der ›Non-Image-Methode‹ löst vorgefertigte Vorstellungen zwischen Menschen auf 
und öffnet den Weg zu einer Begegnung jenseits des dominierenden, patriarchal geprägten 
Blicks. Lilach Pnina Livnes künstlerische Praxis schafft in einer stillen, mantra-artigen 
Choreografie aus Blicken und Worten eine neue Form der Verbindung: abstrakt, körperlich, 
unmittelbar. In der Gruppe stehen sich jeweils zwei Menschen in einem monochromen 
Farbraum gegenüber, der sanft, fließend von Lila zu Blau übergeht, blicken einander tief in die 
Augen, während ein Mantra den Raum erfüllt. Der Blick wird zur Übung, zur Öffnung, zur Frage: 
Was sehen wir wirklich, wenn wir alle Bilder loslassen?
